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C ALEND HISTORY,
By RAS,

The history of the calendar has of nceessity alwoys boen onc of cempromise and céﬁé%r
ant correction, ; R

The year ond the month are the basis ef ail primitive time systoms, the formor depore .
ding on:the recurrenco of gcasons, the latter on recurring moons; Unfortunately, the
doy 1s not contained evenly in cither the month or :the year, nor.do month and yeor
show any-simple rclation to cach othor as rogards lengthe .

It 1s for this roason thot the Romans in the time of Julius Cacsar found thoir cal-
cndor to be 90 days in advance of the real scosons and wore foréed to readjiust it to
the solar yeare This was donc in 46 B« e, when upon the advice of Sosigenes, an Alox-—
andrinian astronomor, the Leap Yoar wans introduced to cover the spproximately 6 hours
over and above the 365 daye which comprisc the lenmgth of the solar yoar. For over 'size
teen centuries this JULIAN CALENDAR scrved as basis for our systom of rockoning time.

The slight crror of the Julian year in its rolation o the cxnct length of the solar
year, although only amounting to about 11 minutes overy 4 years, neccessitated in its
accuwmilation over 16 centurics another corrcction of the calendar, which was accomplie
shed in 1582, during the time of Pope Grogory XIII. Ingland adopted this GREGORIAN
CALENDAR much later, in 1752, when 11 doys were dvopped. By climinating Lead Yoeor once
in cvery century, the Groegorian calendar has done rmuch to cqunlize the vorionccs oXes
isting between the units of the month and day with which we attompt to divide the run
of o golar year.

It was not until our ovm deys that the Greek Church (and Russin) adopted this CGrogo=
rian calendar, In 1923, their date Septomber,30,01d Style, was followed immediately

by Cctober,l4,ow Style, thereby dbringing their antiquated time system in linc with

that of the Western powerse

For same yoars, in various countrics of the world, oftempts have been made Yo bring
about another, morc radical rcform of the calendar, %o simplify and ctabilize it for
the purpose of adapting it S0 as to betber meet modern requiroments, A "World Calen~ |
dor Association™ was formed, approved by 14 goverrments and rocommended by mony others,
among them Argentine,Australic, Bélgium,Canada,BEnglond,Fraonce,Germany,Greeco,ungary,
Italy,Spain,Turkey,United States,Uruguny,Venczucla and Yuzoslavia,

Such reform is pimed at rearronging the length of the usual 12 months by hoving four
months of 31 days cnd cigh® monthe of 30 days.BEvery month to hove oxoctly 26 workdays
besides Sundays. The quorter and holf yeor to be equalized by\giving 21 doys to overy
first month of the quarter ond coch of the romaining two months 30 days. Thércfore
cach quarter to begin with o Sunday and to end on,a Scturday. Every year would then
begin with Sundey,Januory,lst « o perpetual .caleondor,

To arrive ot the 365:ond 366 days, or ordinary and lonp yecars respectively, thoreby
conforming this new calendar to the sélar yenr, o Year Ind Doy, or cxira Saturdey af-
tor complotion'of the fourth guarter, and o Leap Yeor Doy ot the end of the sccond
quarter, or end:of Junc, would have to be ndded. Thosc two cxfra Saturdays to bo ob~
gsoerved as World Holidays. Religious ond scceular holideys could be fixed and stobilized
a8 to doy and dato by their respective cuthoritics, ‘

his goul could flow ferth in words, rhymes and songs, Langusge was born and grow with man,
with his environments and modes of living, -
And like living plants of many different climes, langusges developed with as many diverse
nations, then withered away in one branch, only to sprout anew and more vigorously in ane
others. A people and its language are.as one body, living and dying together, And such are
the vital forces that tie a spoken langusge to its native masters, so strong is its innate
aliveneas, that all attempts to introduce an artificisl substitute, so-called world lanm
guages, as a means of international communlcation, have so far aslways failed,

It was a German, Johann M. Schleyer, of Constance,Baden, who in 1879 first proposed to the
world hls universsl language “VOLAPUK?,(vol— world,=a~ comnecting vowel,phk- speech,s~peak)
He based it on the theory of msking letters spell real sound, therefore each of the 27
letters Iin hils alphabet had but one Sound.

In 1887, Dr,LeLsZamenhoff, of Warsaw,koland followed with his version of a world lavguage,
the much propagated ESPYRANTO, It ocontained 2642 rcot-words and formed its vocsbul ary with
words commen to every lmportant Eurcpean langusge, all spelled phonciicelly,

In short intervals other systems followed, like MOIDOLINGUE (1890), UNIVERSALA (1893, by
Fugen Heintzler,Germary), KOSOS (lBQ&,Landa), NOVILATIN (1895,E.Beerman,LezpzLg), ID.Cw
NEUT?AE (1902, M.Rosenberger,St.Petersburg), and RO (1906, by the Rev,E.P.Foster,Marietta,
Ohio), ' : '

Also, APATAKI RADIO COBE, a universal language without grammsr or vocabulary, based on the
seven notes of the musical scale; IDO, constructed by an international body of philologis*
and linguists in 1907, adopting mainly the principles of Hsperanto and stlll another, n@med
OCC IDENTAL (1920), by Edgar de Wahl, Tsthonia,.

The two latest proposals for an intérnational'language; both based on English and made in
1930, come from Prof JReE.Zachrissongof Upsala,dSweden,and C.K.O0gden,of Magdalen College,
CambrldgesZachrisson calls his verglon ANGLIC, consisting of an analysis of all English
words in general use and spelled “thruout fonetically",while Ogden and his grouwp of scholss
have formulated what they call BASIC ENGLISH, containing a vocabulary of omly 860 words,bu
reputedly capable of expressing any everydsy thought that may come to mind,

Despite these many laboricus efforts fo create an internationnl medium of speech; none has
succeeded in obtalning general recognition. Because neither Volapik nor Ro, nelther Esper::
