1. Reference is made to second indorsement from this
office dated November 18, 1942, file SPMGA (24) 201,3, in which it
was recommended that the internees referred to be processed at
their camps, Although the failure to transfer the internees' records
was previously reported over the telephone to Major Edwards of this
office, no request that this office secure them from the Caribbean
Defense Command was made at that time,

2. In view of the need for the records in the event of
escape, it is believed that the best interests would be served by
processing the internees at camp rather than requesting the records
from the Caribbean Defense Command. Furthermore, there is no assurance
that the internees were processed prior to their transfer,
