2. The method of adjusting the accrued canteen dividend to
benefit the civilian internees responsible for the accumulation is
within the discretion of the internment camp commander. The following
methods are suggested:

a. Declaring a cash dividend as of the date of transfer ]
for the group as & unit and transferring the cash available for g
distridbution to the canteen at the Immigration snd Naturaliszation

Service Alien Internment Camp to which the group is being transferred.

b. Distribute accrued dividends in the form of merchandise
on an individual basis.

&. ©Sponsor a dinner or some other entertainment or group
activity enabling the group of transferees as a whole to benefit from
their accumulated dividends.

3. For purposes of future references, it is fupther-res
that an itemized record be kept of any adjustments mgid¥.
