In connection herewith, you are advised that in surveying the desires
of such nationals at this station, it bascame necessary to plsce them
into five (5) categories:

1. Oerman nationals with and/or without families livirg
in Central or South America, and who desire recatria-
tion regardless of ths status of their families

<. Jerman nationals who do not wish to be revatriated

3. GERMAN nationals desiring repatriation whose families
wre now living in the United States, and vho desire
repatriation with the hezd of the family

be German nationals with familises living in Central of
South America, who deasire repatriation only if their
famili=s can accompany them

Se German nationals who refused to indicate in any mannar
their desires concerning repatriation

The first two categories, of courss, need no sxplanation as tha indi-
viduals listed therson have stated sither "yes® or "no®. The third
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Central Office -2 - December 23, 1943

Te third named category psrtains only to those who were arrestad in the
United States and who have families living in this country. You will
note, in the fourth category, those named therson have indicated they
wish to be repatriated ONIY if their families can accompany them. In
this comection you are advised the families of each individual named
on this 1ist ara now living in either Central or South America.

With refersnce to the last mentioned category, you will note the in-
dividuals listed thereon refused to indicate, in any manner, their de-
sires cameermning repatriation. Therafore, the writer would take it
to mean, of cowse, that they do not desire repatriation to Germany.

The State Department and the War Department an-
nounce that the TMV GRIPSHOLM 1s expected to leave
New York for Marseille on or about January 6 to carry
out a further exchange with Germany of seriously sick
and seriously wounded prisoners of war who have been
found eligible for repatriation under the terms of
the Geneva Prisoners of War Convention, There will also
be included in this exchange a number of German.civillians
ian United States custody and a number from Mexico who
are being repatriated in exchange for United States
nationals and nationals of certain of the other American
republics, It has been agreed that the repatriables
of each side will be delivered in Switzerland on or
about January 17 and January 25, 1945, in two separate
exchange operations. The Swiss Government has agreed to
the use of its facilities to carry out this exchange
and ls making available approximately eighteen hcspital
trains, The last exchange of sick and wounded prisoners
of war with Germany took place at Goteborg, Sweden in
September, 1944. The Swedish Government also offered
the use of its facilities in the forthcoming exchange.

The GRIPSHOLM is expected to return to New York
late in February with the American repatriates, This
vessel will travel both ways under safe conduct as-
surances from all belligerents.

Every effort will be made to dispatch notification
to the next of kin of the American repatriates at the
earliest possible moment after their identity has been
established beyond vossibility of doubt.

A representative of the Swiss Government, which acted
as intermediary in the exchange negotiations, will travel
on the vessel as guarantor of the execution of the exchange
agreement representing the interests of the parties thereto.
